CITY OF RAINBOW CITY-COUNCIL MEETING-AUGUST 28, 2017

The City Council of the City of Rainbow City, Alabama, met in regular session at City Hall at 5:00 p.m., and upon roll call by Beth Lee, acting City Clerk, the following members answered present:  Mayor Terry John Calhoun, Council members:  Anita Bedwell, Bobby McCartney, Tim Ramsey, Rick Hill, Larry Keenum.  The same constituting a quorum of the City Council, the following business was transacted. 
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Terry John Calhoun.  Invocation was given by Anita Bedwell.  Mayor Calhoun led the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

1.  Mayor Calhoun presented the minutes of August 14, 2017 for review and asked if there were any corrections, additions, or deletions.  There being none, Tim Ramsey moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

2.  Mayor Calhoun made the following announcements.  The Rainbow City Municipal Building will be closed Monday, September 4, 2017 in observance of Labor Day.  Garbage will run one day late during this week Tuesday – Saturday.  The Mayor has had some election campaign complaints about political signs on City property.  According to Rainbow City’s Zoning Plan, political signs are not allowed on City property therefore we will adhere to that policy.

3.  Mayor Calhoun presented Ordinance No. 525, Rezoning of 3422-A Rainbow Drive from Highway Commercial to Highway Commercial-L.  The owner is D.P. Patel.  Rezoning to allow Vithana Karunaratne to be able to have a package store located at this site.  Mayor Calhoun asked if anyone was opposed or in favor of this request.  There was none.  Rick Hill made a motion to introduce the ordinance.  Tim Ramsey made a motion to suspend the rules for immediate consideration. Larry Keenum seconded the motion.  Mayor Calhoun asked for a roll call as follows:

4.  Mayor Calhoun presented a request for approval for V2 Liquor Store located at 3422-A Rainbow Drive to have a package store located at this location. Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

5.  Mayor Calhoun stated that Kelsey Croley was interviewed and hired as the Accounts Payable/Purchasing Clerk at $12.50 per hour.  She began work on August 25, 2017.  Rick Hill moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to approve.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

6.  Mayor Calhoun presented a request from Police Chief Jonathon Horton to lease two Nissan Frontier trucks for 2 years from Nissan of Gadsden.  One truck will lease for $527.00 per month and the other truck will lease for free.  They will be used by our SRO Program. Simmons Signs will provide the “wrap” for the trucks and Jefferson’s will sponsor the “wrap”.  Transfer a 2011 Ford Crown Vic-VIN #3287 (Car #8) to the Revenue Department, and a bid was received from the City of Glencoe for $1,800.00 for the 2008 Ford Crown Vic VIN #0857 (Car 2). Anita Bedwell moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion for this request.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
7.  Mayor Calhoun read the resignation of dispatcher Andrea Paige Moon effective August 15, 2017. 
8.  Mayor Calhoun presented a request from Chief Horton to post a dispatcher’s job for ten (10) days.  We will accept both certified and non-certified applications.  Rick Hill moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to post the dispatcher’s job.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
9.  Rick Hill made a motion to surplus the iPads of the Mayor, Council, and City Clerk and to make them available to purchase for $50 if the previous user wanted to buy them.  Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to surplus the iPads.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried. 

10.  Mayor Calhoun presented the resignation of James New from the Board of 
Adjustment and Variances.  Mayor Calhoun asked the Council for a replacement recommendation at next council meeting.
11.  Mayor Calhoun presented the Animal Control one-year agreement between Rainbow City and Southside for $25,000.00.  It is ready to be presented to the City of Southside for signature.  Rick Hill moved and Larry Keenum seconded the motion for the agreement.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.  
12.  Tim Ramsey thanked Steve Tate for his many years’ service in the Fire Department.  Tim moved to create a Commercial Development Authority and ask that our legal team draw up necessary paperwork by next Council meeting.  Anita Bedwell seconded the motion.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
13.  Rick Hill commented on the incident that took place at Advance Auto Parts in Rainbow City on Monday, August 21st.  They had received a call from the Attalla store warning that some customers came in and wanted to return merchandise with a receipt and felt they were not actual purchases made at Advance Auto Parts.  While Rick was in the store the same customers walked in and were trying to do the same in Rainbow City.  The police were called and responded quickly and made the arrest.  He asked that letters of commendation for Phillip Braswell, Shayne Thompson, Richard Robertson, Joe Johnson, and Investigator Jason Higgins be signed by the Mayor and Council and placed in their files.
14.  Fire Chief Melvin Potter commented that the 2000 Chevrolet Pickup was surplused on govdeals.com selling for $5,155.00 and asked that those funds be used to purchase a Tripod Lifting System for the Fire Department for $4,550.00.  Tim Ramsey moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to purchase the lifting system.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
15.  Tracy Pondick spoke to the Mayor and Council regarding the RSVP program and thanked them for the use of the Community Center each year for free tax service.  She presented the 2016 Volunteer Impact Report.

There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Anita Bedwell made a motion to adjourn.
