CITY OF RAINBOW CITY-COUNCIL MEETING-FEBRUARY 12, 2018

The City Council of the City of Rainbow City, Alabama, met in regular session at City Hall at 5:00 p.m., and upon roll call by Beth Lee, acting City Clerk, the following members answered present:  Mayor Terry John Calhoun, Council members: Anita Bedwell, Bobby McCartney, Tim Ramsey, Larry Keenum, and Rick Hill. The same constituting a quorum of the City Council, the following business was transacted. 
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Terry John Calhoun.  Invocation was given by Rick Hill.  Mayor Calhoun led the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

1.  Mayor Calhoun presented the minutes of January 22, 2018 for review and asked if there were any corrections, additions, or deletions.  There being none, Anita Bedwell moved and Larry Keenum seconded the motion to approve the minutes as presented.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

2.  Mayor Calhoun made the following announcements.  The disc golf tournament will be at the VLMSC on February 17, 2018.  They have 81 participating.  All proceeds from the tournament will go back to the course.
3.  Mayor Calhoun presented Ordinance No. 526, Alcoholic Beverages in Rainbow City.   Mayor Calhoun asked if anyone was opposed or in favor of this request.  There was none.  Anita Bedwell made a motion to introduce the ordinance.  Tim Ramsey moved and Larry Keenum seconded the motion to suspend the rules for immediate consideration. Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

4.  Mayor Calhoun presented a proposed business plan from the owners of ZLA Solutions and Jared’s Tactical & Firearm to buy land and build a new building in the Industrial Park on Lumley Road.  This new business could possibly qualify for tax abatements and possible other forms of incentives from the City. Tim Ramsey recommends to them that they write a letter to the bank stating their desires and the City will look at it at that time.
5.  Mayor Calhoun stated that sealed bids were opened in pre-council for the chemical contract and portable toilets in the Recreation Dept. The following bids were presented for the chemical contract:

6.  Mayor Calhoun stated that the Planning Commission recommended to the Council to accept Adele and Betty Mae Streets in Stonecrest Subdivision effective 12 months from this date February 12, 2018.  Larry Keenum moved and Bobby McCartney seconded the motion to accept the streets.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

7.  Mayor Calhoun stated that the records show he is appointing a Handbook Committee.  Members are:  Rick Hill, Anita Bedwell, Joyce Ponder, and Jonathon Horton.  Kelsey Croley will type the revised handbook.
8.  Mayor Calhoun stated due to Barbara Wester retiring March 1, 2018, the signature cards at Exchange Bank need to be changed to have the following employees:  Mayor Calhoun, Beth Lee, and Joyce Ponder.  Larry Keenum moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to allow the changes in signatures.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
9. Mayor Calhoun stated Kelsey Croley, Accounts Payable Clerk, 6 months probation period is February 25, 2018 and recommends an increase of .50/hr. effective that date.  Anita Bedwell moved and Bobby McCartney seconded the motion.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.

10.  Mayor Calhoun had a request from Police Chief Horton to hire Jesse Ryan Smith as Police Officer at $13.50/hr. with family coverage insurance.  He will go to the Academy and upon graduation his pay will increase to $14.50/hr.  He will begin work on February 16, 2018.  Rick Hill moved and Anita Bedwell seconded the motion to hire Jesse Smith.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.

11.  Mayor Calhoun had a request from Police Chief Horton to hire Kendra Nichole Burnette as a Certified Dispatcher at $13.25/hr. with family coverage insurance.  She will begin work on February 16, 2018.  Rick Hill moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to hire Kendra Burnette.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.

6.  Mayor Calhoun stated that Thomas “Tom” Wildman was hired as a part-time Animal Control Officer at $11.25/hr.  He started work on February 2, 2018. Rick Hill moved and Larry Keenum seconded the motion to approve the hiring of Tom Wildman. Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
7.  Mayor Calhoun stated he received a resignation from Andrea Willett, Animal Shelter Director effective February 8, 2018.  
8.  Mayor Calhoun presented a request from Chief Horton to post an Animal Control Officer for ten (10) days to end on Monday, February 26, 2018 at 4:00 p.m.  Rick Hill moved and Anita Bedwell seconded the motion to post the job.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.

9.  Chief Horton presented a budget revision in the Police Dept. increasing Capital Outlay (Account 01-430-400) by $5,850.00 to cover the expense of the air conditioning unit in the Detective Division and decrease Equip/Tools (Account 01-430-180) by $5,400.00.  Mayor Calhoun stated to let the records show this budget revision.
10. Chief Horton presented a request to surplus and destroy a broken Panasonic microwave oven in the Police Dept.  Inventory #000652.  Anita Bedwell moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to destroy the microwave.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.
11.  Mayor Calhoun presented a request to surplus a Snapper 42” riding mower, 16 HP Briggs & Stratton SN# 11392042, Model #LT160H42GBV from the Shop and a 72” ExMark Lazer Z XS mower SN# 751741 (the Kubota engine has blown) from the Recreation Dept.  Anita Bedwell moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to surplus the mowers on Govdeals.com to be sold by next council meeting.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
12.  Mayor Calhoun stated that Eddie Cline got three (3) prices for 60” cut zero turn mowers.

14.  Mayor Calhoun stated that the lien (reference Resolution No. 17-06) for 209 Westminster Drive belonging to John and Jeana Fox had been satisfied and needed to be recorded at the Courthouse.  Anita Bedwell moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to release the recorded lien.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.
15.  Mayor Calhoun presented a donation request from Unique Choices for $500.00.  Tim Ramsey moved and Larry Keenum seconded the motion to make the donation.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.
16.  Mayor Calhoun presented a sponsorship request from the American Cancer Society Relay for Life to be held on Saturday, April 28, 2018 at Noccalula Falls.  Larry Keenum moved and Bobby McCartney seconded the motion to donate $250.00 for a Silver Level sponsorship.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried. 

17.  Mayor Calhoun presented an ad request from the Etowah County Sheriff’s Rodeo to be held May 11 & 12, 2018.  Tim Ramsey moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to purchase ½ page black & white ad for $120.00.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.

18.  Mayor Calhoun presented a renewal placard sign for the Southside Girls Softball Victory Tower.  Rick Hill moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to purchase the ad for $100.00.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.

19.  Mayor Calhoun presented a letter from the Utility Board of Rainbow City stating it was an official notice to vacate the premises that it leased from the City of Rainbow City located in City Hall.  The original lease was dated September 1, 1986.  This notice to vacate was effective Friday, December 8, 2017.  Mayor Calhoun suggested that the Revenue Department and the City Clerk move their offices into this vacant office space and that the Court office occupy the current Revenue/City Clerk offices to give everyone more office and storage space.

20.  Mayor Calhoun presented the following monthly departmental reports:  Building, Fire, Library, Community Center, Court, and Police. He asked if anyone has comments.  There being none, he asked that the records show the reports were presented.

21.  Rick Hill made a motion for Beth Lee to be City Clerk and Secretary to the Mayor at a rate of $21.50/hr. effective February 16, 2018.  Anita Bedwell seconded the motion.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.

22.  Tim Ramsey had a request from the Etowah County Sports Authority to have a Cooperative District to operate with Rainbow City for tax purposes and made that in form of a motion.  Rick Hill seconded the motion to agree “in spirit” until a formal agreement is presented and reviewed by the Council and City Attorney and at that time upon approval the Council will take a formal vote.  Discussion followed.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.
23.  Rick Hill moved to promote Police Officer, Richard Roberts to Sergeant at a rate of $15.87/hr. effective February 16, 2018.  Tim Ramsey seconded the motion.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.

24.  Philip Hollingsworth stated the Community Easter Egg Hunt will be Saturday, March 24, 2018 at the VLMSC and would like to request $3,000.00 from the City for this purpose.  Rick Hill moved and Anita Bedwell seconded the motion for the request.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor declared the motion carried.
26.  Tim Ramsey thanked Kenneth Payne for the outstanding job he does in the Recycling Program.  Since January 4, 2018 he has bundled 77,080 lbs. of cardboard that would otherwise go in the landfill.

There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Tim Ramsey made a motion to adjourn.
