CITY OF RAINBOW CITY-COUNCIL MEETING-OCTOBER 9, 2017

The City Council of the City of Rainbow City, Alabama, met in regular session at City Hall at 5:00 p.m., and upon roll call by Beth Lee, acting City Clerk, the following members answered present:  Mayor Terry John Calhoun, Council members:  Anita Bedwell, Bobby McCartney, Tim Ramsey, Rick Hill, Larry Keenum.  The same constituting a quorum of the City Council, the following business was transacted. 
The meeting was called to order by Mayor Terry John Calhoun.  Invocation was given by Rick Hill.  Mayor Calhoun led the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

1.  Mayor Calhoun presented the minutes of September 25, 2017 and Special Council meeting minutes of September 28, 2017 for review and asked if there were any corrections, additions, or deletions.  There being none, Anita Bedwell moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to approve both minutes as presented.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

2.  Mayor Calhoun asked if the Council wanted to take off the table item #19 of September 25, 2017 which is the Horton Creek Project.  Rick Hill moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to take this off the table.  Mayor Calhoun asked the clerk to call the roll:

Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.  Tim Ramsey moved to re-table and set a meeting with project engineer, Chuck Chitwood for next work session.  Larry Keenum seconded the motion.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

3.  Mayor Calhoun recognized Rep. Mack Butler.  Mack presented a check to the Rainbow City Library in the amount of $1,000.00 as he is a member of the State Library Board.  Mayor Calhoun and the Council thanked Mack for the contribution.

4.  Mayor Calhoun stated that no bids had been received for the surplus items from the Detective Division and Payroll office.  Tim Ramsey moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to dispose of the property.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.

4.  Mayor Calhoun presented a budget revision increase of $4,699.97 account number 01-440-180 in the Fire Department.  Chief Potter recommends the proceeds from the sale of the 2000 Chev Pickup to be used to purchase an Arizona Vortex device.  Anita Bedwell moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to approve the budget revision.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
5.  Mayor Calhoun stated he had received a resignation from Library Board Member Jill Lawley effective October 1, 2017.  Rick Hill moved and Anita Bedwell seconded the motion to appoint Tina Hill to fill her term and thanked Jill for her service.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
6.  Mayor Calhoun presented the 2017 Fall Resurfacing Project.  The streets are Nita, Mimosa, Rine Drive, Myrtle Drive, Creekhaven, Hallmark Drive, Mintz Lane, Guy Hood, turn lane along Steele Station Road, Access Drive, and parking at the Rainbow City Animal Shelter. Tim Ramsey moved and Bobby McCartney seconded the motion to have the specs prepared by Houston Jenkins at JBWT and open bids at 4:30 p.m. on November 13, 2017.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
7.  Mayor Calhoun presented a request from a landowner along Lister Ferry Road to cut the guard rails across the street from her property to have access to the river.  Discussion followed.  Died for lack of a motion.
8.  Mayor Calhoun presented a price of $3,835.00 from Harvey Fail for the landscaping needs in Rainbow City including flower beds, entry signs, WT Vinyard Building, Fire Station II, Library/Community Center signs, City Hall sign.  City will furnish the mulch.  Anita Bedwell moved and Larry Keenum seconded the motion to allow Harvey to do this work.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
9.  Mayor Calhoun presented a sponsorship request from Southside Student Anglers.  Died for lack of a motion.
10.  Mayor Calhoun asked Wiley McLain to discuss the roof replacement at Fire Station II.  The City has already received a check from the insurance to have the roof replaced.  Rick Hill moved and Tim Ramsey seconded the motion to replace the roof. Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  Anita Bedwell abstained.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.  The roof replacement was previously bid on September 25, 2017 for $138,000.00 by Rainbow Pipe and Metal.  Tim Ramsey moved and Rick Hill seconded the motion to accept the only bid received.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  Anita Bedwell abstained.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.
11.  Mayor Calhoun presented a sponsorship request for the 2017 Etowah County Groundwater Festival.  This is a requirement for the ADEM permit.  Anita Bedwell moved to be a $250.00 sponsor.  Tim Ramsey seconded the motion.  Mayor Calhoun stated all in favor say aye.  All ayes.  Mayor Calhoun declared the motion carried.  
12.  Mayor Calhoun made the following announcements:  Ribbon Cutting for the Animal Shelter is Wednesday, October 18, 2017 at 1:00 p.m., Industrial Development Board meeting on Tuesday, October 10th at 4:30 p.m., United Way Campaign begins this week, Linda Cleveland graduated last week and is now a Certified Revenue Officer. 

13.  Mayor Calhoun presented the following monthly departmental reports:  Building, Fire, Library, Community Center, Court, and Police.  He asked if anyone has comments.  There being none, he asked that the records show the reports were presented.
14.  Anita Bedwell reported that the River Clean Up is Thursday, November 2nd at Rainbow Landing.  Anyone wishing to participate is welcome.  Lunch will be furnished by Bucks Boats.  Fire Department and Anita will be furnishing boats.  Free t-shirts provided by Keep Etowah Beautiful.  Anita has ordered banners.
15.  Chief Horton recognized Andrea Willett’s husband, Chad and thanked him for his help and support with the new Animal Shelter.
There being no further business to come before the council at this time, Anita Bedwell made a motion to adjourn.
